The deadline for entries is Tuesday, April 16th at 5:00 PM. We will scratch only at the

time of the meet.

There will be no team camps on the football field and a concession stand will be
open. And we will not allow any music to be played by athletes in the stands or on the
field. Warmups are allowed on the football field so please ask you athletes who are not
warming up to go to the bleachers and not congregate and hang out on the field to
congest this area. We also ask that your athletes DO NOT used tape of any kind on the
track or runways surfaces. Tape permitted on concrete only.

Coaches please check with the meet officials in the press box following the meet
to verify all of your state qualifiers. Our meet referees will be Vernon Dyer and Dennis
Pabst of Roswell.

GENERAL INFORMATION

* Field events will consist of 3 attempts in preliminaries and the top 8 contestants will
get three more attempts in the finals.

* Only officials and contestants will be allowed on the track infield.

* Contestants for the field events will report to the judge of their respective events.

* Scoring will be 7-5-4-3-2-1 in individual events and 10-8-6-4-2-1 in relays.

* Trophies will be awarded for 1st and 2nd place teams. Medals will be awarded to 1st,
2nd and 3rd places.

* Medals will be given out immediately following each running event. If you or your
athletes think they possibly were in the top 3 finishers, please stay near the awards
stand till the announcement of winners is made. All field event medals will be given out
during the running events and beginning with the 800 meters. The top 3 finishers will
need to be near our awards stand at 4:45 when the 800 meter run begins.

* Short spikes % inch or flats will be required of all contestants. Starting blocks will be
furnished.

* The running track, pole vault, long jump and high jump area are all-weather surfaces.
The shot put and discus circles are concrete.

* Instruct contestants not to sit on the hurdles or the fence.

* Running events will have precedence over the field events. Runners must return
within 10 minutes of the conclusion of their race.

* Participants are requested not to wear spikes in the metal bleacher area.

* Contestants will be limited to events as outlined in the New Mexico Activities
Association's Handbook.

* In heated races, we will not have heat leaders and last heat is the FAST heat.

PARTICIPATION LIMITATIONS:

A contestant may enter a maximum of five events, but no more than four may be track
events, not more than four may be field events. No more than three of the four races
can be 400 meters or longer.
